ART NEWS...

The art classes are all back at
it after that extended Christmas
break. Students are involved with

learning different concepts,
processes and art media.
The Art | classes are

working on the art element space.
They are learning about the three
types of space and how artists go
about creating the illusion of depth
on a flat surface. They are currently
using 1-point linear perspective on a
design and one group is already in
the halls doing a perspective
drawing of a high school hallway.
They are figuring out that
perspective is an aid to drawing and
is usually not an accurate image of
what the student is seeing due to the
rules that can’t be broken. There
may be a budding architect or two
within the groups.

The Art Il class has been
reviewing composition as they
create with acrylic paints. They have
finished an abstracted still life and
are currently working at their own

pace on paintings of their choice on
canvas. They will continue this
semester with their exploration of
drawing in their Drawing as Inquiry
assignments.

The Ceramics | class is busy
with their 3 quarter required work
in  hand building and wheel
throwing. They will be learning to
make lids and plates on the wheel as
they  continue exploring the
possibilities using clay in more
sculptural ways. They also have the
opportunity this quarter to create
pots of their choice.

The 8B class is in the studio
this quarter. They are reviewing
color and value with a couple of
tempera painted designs. They will
soon be working with cut
construction paper on molas. Molas
are colorful layered designs unique
to the Kuna people of Panama.

The students are also responsible for
working in sketchbooks during the
quarter.

The Lewis and Clark
Conference Art Show is next month.
Bancroft-Rosalie and Hartington are
the hosts. The show is held in
conjunction with the conference
speech meet and each school is
allowed 15 pieces. Results will be
announced next month.

Nebraska Wesleyan
University in Lincoln is hosting
BRIDGE 2010 an art show for high
school students. Schools were
allowed only one entry and
Winnebago is being represented by
Christian Roberts. The exhibition
runs during February in the Elder
Gallery on campus.

The State Capitol Show is
also coming up in March, which is
Youth Art Month. This year the
show is open to students in grades
K-8 only. Each school is allowed
two entries. At this time no
selections have been made but they

will be announced in the next
newsletter.

Biology has just finished
studying Mendel and heredity using
Punnett Squares.
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Punnett Square

The Punnett Square is used
to calculate the number of each kind
of offspring that a specific genotype
will produce. In this case, two pink
flowering plants.

RR = red flowering plant

rr = white flowering plant

Rr = pink flowering plant
It can also be expressed as a ratio:

1 red: 2 pink: 1 white or 1:2:1.

They will be starting on
DNA and the passing of genes from
parents to offspring.

Physical Science students are
studying nuclear radiation and the
half-life of radioactive elements.

Tools to help you complete the FAFSA

Seniors have been completing their FAFSA’s at school. The FAFSA (Free Application for Federal tudent
Aid) is the application for federal, state and most college-based financial aid which can include grants,
work-study and student loans. Submit the FAFSA after January 1 to apply for aid for the following
academic year - and apply before your college’s priority date to get the best financial aid package.

There are some things you need to do to prepare to fill out the FAFSA. Please go to
http://www.educationquest.org/fafsa.asp , and click on the 2010-2011 checklist to help you prepare for
filling out the FAFSA. Don’t forget....if you are an enrolled member of the Winnebago Tribe you
must also fill out the Higher Education application. Complete the application according to the
directions and return to the Higher Ed office by April 15 for fall term or the academic year and
October 15" for winter and s pring terms. Students are awarded as their files are completed. These
applications can be picked up at the Hgher Ed office. Copies are also available in the guidance office
at the high school.

Seniors...... Here’s what you need to be doing to get ready for your post secondary education:
WINTER

1. Prepare for the FAFSA.

2. Apply for a PIN at pin.ed.gov (student and parent).

3. Attend the financial aid program in your area.

4. Use the College Funding Estimator at EducationQuest.org

to estimate your FAFSA results.

5. Complete your taxes early for reporting on the FAFSA.

6. Complete the FAFSA before your college’s priority date. File online at fafsa.gov or make an
appointment with EducationQuest for free assistance.

7. Expect acceptance notifications from the colleges you applied to.

8. Continue to apply for scholarships.

SPRING

As a follow-up to the FAFSA, you should:

1. Expect your Student Aid Report (SAR)

2. Verify financial aid information with your college — if they require it
3. Expect award notifications from the colleges listed on your FAFSA
4. Compare award notifications from the schools

5. Elect a college after careful consideration of all your options.

6. Make your housing deposit at the college you selected.
SUMMER

1. Apply for student and parent loans if you need them.

2. Attend the orientation program at your college.
